Expectations of on-site teachers 
Setting up the Semester
Communicate to the program coordinator the days and times your site is available for the Street Law program.  
Be available to meet with law student(s) soon after they are assigned to your site. This meeting should include an orientation of your approach, the site, and your expectations of the law students.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]If possible, allow assigned law students to observe your class prior to their teaching. Give them 10 minutes to introduce themselves and the program and to find out a bit about the students.
Provide law students with a class list and seating chart.
Confirm that you have sufficient textbooks for students (if applicable). 
Teaching during the semester
Be supportive of the law students and provide them with positive and constructive feedback, especially at the beginning of the semester. Your feedback should address high school students' reactions, communication tips, classroom management ideas, and strategies to involve more students.
Be present in the classroom, but intervene as little as possible. Ask law students what role they would like you to play.
Let the law students handle discipline problems until it is clear they have lost control of the class.  If they do lose control, help law students to gain control of the class and discuss strategies for class control after class.
Do your best to notify your law students in advance of changes in the schedule, fire drills, vacation times, shortened days, or accelerated schedules.
Be flexible to allow law students to make up missed days due to career days, testing, or in-service.
Advise law students about your students; help them figure out how best to teach all students.
Help students with administrative issues like copying materials and taking attendance.
Coordinate your teaching schedule so as not to duplicate activities taught by law students.
Enforce high school students' understanding that law students are not attorneys and cannot give legal advice on personal issues.
Communicating with the program coordinator
Contact the program coordinator immediately with any concerns you have about the law students or the program
Provide feedback on the law students when the program coordinator visits the site to observe the law students.
Complete any grading sheets/evaluation forms that are provided to you and submit to the program coordinator by the announced deadline.
Feel free to request additional materials that may help you teach a law-related course.
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
